Blazer – with Greensward Academy logo  
Trousers – plain mid-grey NOT black 
Shirt – plain white with stiff collar for wearing with a 
tie (short or long sleeved) – top button done up and 
shirt always tucked in NO polo or open-necked shirts 
Socks – plain navy or black 
Tie – worn to top of trousers 
Apron – royal blue, plain PVC 
Shoes – traditional flat, black, sensible shoes – lace-
up shoes to have black laces NO trainers or boots 
NO white or coloured laces 
 

BOYS PE KIT 
Shorts – black NO shorts with logo 
Indoor T-Shirt – plain round necked white t-shirt 
with Greensward Academy logo 
Outdoor Shirt – royal blue and white reversible with 
Greensward Academy logo 
Outdoor Jacket – royal blue shower proof, 
reversible jacket with Greensward Academy logo 
Swimwear – plain swimming trunks and royal swim 
hat 
Socks – white ankle length socks for indoor sport – 
royal blue socks with white bands on top of sock for 
outdoor sport 
Shoes – white or black trainers – football boots NO 
trainers with soles that will mark Sports Hall floor 
Shin Pads – shin pads must be worn for contact 
sports 
Tracksuit Bottoms – navy, only those purchased 
from the Uniform Shop can be worn

Watch 
One pair of small stud earrings (i.e. one in each ear 
lobe only) 
Medic Alert chain if necessary 
NO body piercing is allowed, including tongue, 
eyebrow and nose 
NO piercing allowed in any other part of the ear

Hairstyle is an important aspect of the image central 
to the individual and the image the individual creates

NO extreme hairstyles i.e. not less than a grade 2 in

GIRLS 
Blazer – with Greensward Academy logo  
Trousers – plain navy, tailored-cut 
Skirt – plain mid-grey 
Shirt – plain white with stiff collar for wearing with a 
tie (short or long sleeved) – top button done up and 
shirt always tucked in NO polo or open necked shirts 
Socks/Tights – plain navy or black (ankle length) – 
plain/neutral or navy tights, neutral trainer socks or 
no socks/tights at all  
Tie – worn to top of trousers/skirt 
Apron – royal blue, plain PVC  
Shoes – traditional flat, black, sensible shoes – lace-
up shoes to have black laces NO trainers or boots 
NO white or coloured laces 
 

GIRLS PE KIT 
Shorts – royal blue NO shorts with logo 
T-Shirt – white sports polo top with Greensward 
Academy logo 
Outdoor Jacket – royal blue shower proof, 
reversible jacket with Greensward Academy logo 
Swimwear – plain one-piece swimming costume and 
white swim hat 
Socks – white ankle length socks – royal blue socks 
with white bands on top of sock for outdoor sport 
Shoes – white or black trainers – football boots NO 
trainers with soles that will mark Sports Hall floor 
Shin Pads – shin pads must be worn for contact 
sports 
Tracksuit Bottoms – navy, only those purchased 
from the Uniform Shop can be worn
